We are also in need of a
small tea pot if you have one for us. In addition the children are
always looking for ingredients for their cooking, if you have any
root vegetables that are approaching their best before date we can
always make use of them in preschool in our home corner. It is clear
that the children all enjoy baking in preschool and this is something
that we hope to expand in the coming weeks.

On Thursday of last week one of our younger children requested
that we go for a walk to look for “elephants in the bushes”. So the
children got on their wellies, their coats and hi-vis jackets and we
set off around the village. Unfortunately we didn't find any
elephants and when we return to preschool we decided that maybe
the elephants do not live in Long Buckby. This led us to a
conversation about where we all live. Continuing on the theme of
where we live, next week we shall be asking the question what do I
see on my way to preschool? If parents are able to take photographs
of their child’s journey to preschool and upload these to their
tapestry accounts we would be very grateful.
